SNIPER OBSERVER - URBAN TERRAIN is a 5-day / 50-hour off-the-shelf course that was developed to provide
the advanced tactical skills-set for operating in an urban environment as a sniper observer / designated marksman
element. This course is ideal for currently certified sniper observers as well as aspiring marksmen who desire to
become sniper observers. The primary intent of the course is the development of the unique set of skills that are
required to operate in a high-risk, non-permissive urban / built-up environment, such as Iraq, Afghanistan or
similar regions, in support of counter-terrorism, anti-terrorism, force protection, and/or law enforcement crisis
intervention initiatives / operations.

This course is modeled from the Scout Sniper training programs of the U.S. Special Operations Command
(USSOCOM) with an emphasis on the scout sniper programs of the U.S. Marine Corps Force Reconnaissance (Force
Recon) Companies, Surveillance / Target Acquisition (STA) Platoons, and target interdiction programs of the U.S.
Army Special Forces. Instructors for this course will possess leadership, operational, and training experience from
one or more of the following organizations:
